DURING THE PUBLIC COMMENT {PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS) PERIOD; PROMIBITING VULGAR,
PROFANE, OR IMPERTINENT SPEECH; PROHIBTING RACIST, DSCRIMINATORY AND TRCITINGLY VIDLENT
SPEECH; AND ALSO LIMITING SPEECH TO MATTERS OF SIGNIFICANT INTEREST JO THE PUBLXC WITHIN
THE CITY COUNCIL JURISDITION.

WHEREAS, 1t is deemed necessory 10 maatain the proper decarum of City Counol meetings ta
Ensuire 2 safe and orderly Torum for public participation; and,

WHEREAS, the City Councd Agenda provides a period for "Public Comment”|Petitians and
Communications) 1o allow the public partiopation by any and all members of 1he public an any matter
of significant interest to the publc within the scope of the jurediction of the City Councl; and,

WHEREAS, proper derorum for City Counol meetings requires management of the time, place and
manner of public partcipation while guaranteeing the content-neutrafity of such regulations by: 1)
estatifishing @ reasanable time limit of five minutes for all persons speaking during 1he "Public
Comment” [Petitions and Communications) perod of the Ag=nds; 2} prohibating the use of vulgar,
profane or iImpertinent speech; 3) prohibiting radst, discriminatory and inciting?y vicient speech; and, 4}
Imiting 1 “Pubilic Comment” (Petitions and Communications) period to matiers of significant publc
interest within Crty Counc Jurisdiction.

NOW, THREFORE, SE IT RESOLVED SY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CTY QF CONRAD, MONTANA, AS
FOLILODWS:

1. Thot each person speaking during the “Public Comment” (Petitions and Commurications)
period of the City Council Agenda shall be frnited 10 five minutes uniess specdically outhorized
to excaod such Bt by the Mayor with the concurrence of the ity Coundil; and,

2. That the use of vulgar, profane or impertinent speach is prohibited 31 Oty Councll mEeeLngs;
wnd,

3. Thst the use of racist, discriminatory and Incitingly violert spawch is prohibited st City Councll
meetings; and

4. That the “Public Camment” [Petzions and Communications) period shall be Bnvted to matters
of sigrificant interest 1o the publc and that are within 1he cope of the junsdiction of the Oty
Council.
